I believe one of the more common breaches of the rules of golf often occurs when a player moves his ball to identify it (Rule 12-2). I rarely see anyone announce their intentions, and it's pretty common to see someone forget to mark their ball. In order to follow the rule correctly, it's important to remember 4 things when you lift your ball for identification:

    1. You are only allowed to lift the ball to identify it when the identification is not visible (not because you don't want to bend down and look carefully).

    2. You are required to announce your intentions to a fellow player so that it may be observed.

    3. You are required to mark your ball before lifting it.

    4. You are not permitted to clean the ball unless it is necessary in order to expose the identification, and then only enough to identify it.

We all know that part of the spirit of the game is to not improve your lie, so I think it's best to avoid lifting to identify you ball by making large, distinct identification markings and, when necessary to lift for identification, follow the rules correctly.

Treasurer’s Message

Where does my $45 membership fee go?  In case you were wondering; $30 goes to the SCGA for handicapping and membership into their association.  The $15 the club keeps goes towards: balls ($4.50); tournament director’s green fees ($6); printing/postage/laminated schedule cards, rules books etc. ($1.50); entry fees into the various SCGA championship events and prizes for our club champs ($3).  This is a rough breakdown based on a membership of 250, which is about where we are at present.  As for where your tournament fees go; the $5 we charge over the green fees all goes to the script prizes for that tournament.  If I did my math right, this should come up with zero profit, which is where we like to keep it since we are a not-for-profit organization.  

Rules: Provisional Ball

Have you ever searched for an errant tee shot (for less than five minutes), given up and headed back to the tee to hit another ball only to have someone find the original?  The rules state that if you haven’t swung at that second ball yet and the five minutes allotted for looking for a ball haven’t expired, then you can go play the original ball.  Once you swing at the second ball; however, that is the ball in play.  Also, you can’t claim the second ball as a provisional, because, per rule 27.2, once you start to search for the original you can no longer play a “provisional”.

Have you ever hit a great provisional ball such that you really didn’t want to find the original? Nothing says that you have to search for the original, but if someone else finds your ball you are obligated to play it.  Once you’ve played a provisional ball from a point beyond where the original ball would be, then that is the ball in play even if you find the original.  So if you like your provisional, then hurry up and hit it again before someone finds you original.

Posting Scores when Away from Southern California

Now that the SCGA is a part of the GHIN handicap network, posting when traveling outside of Southern California will be easier than ever.  Sixty nine state and regional golf associations use GHIN as their handicap vendor so members should be able to record a score at most courses throughout the United States.  Areas where you may not be able to post include: Southern Nevada, Arizona, Utah, Montana, Wisconsin, Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Louisiana, North Carolina, South Carolina, Delaware and Maryland.  It is generally easier to post at the course than to do it by computer at home.  Don’t forget that you can post scores from any course at your local course computer.
Score Posting for Multi-Club Members

An unfortunate incident occurred last month for one of our members who belongs to two clubs.  At BSGC we have always interpreted SCGA rules to provide close oversight of tournament scores.  The Tournament Director reviews all the score cards for correctness of score adjustments and then the Handicap Chairman posts the scores on the official website.  In our process it usually takes about a week to complete the postings.  Another club requires the individuals to post their own tournament score promptly, which is interpreted to be on the day of the event at the golf course.  When the BSGC posted score ends up in the next SCGA HC update cycle it has been interpreted as a means to manipulate the HC.  Our member was assessed a penalty score.

If you are a multi-member it might be wise to contact your second club’s HC Chairman to see how they interpret posting rules.  I have seen tightly controlled clubs (mainly private clubs) require their members to deposit a signed and attested score card for every round (tournament or otherwise) in a special box in the clubhouse.  On the other hand it is possible to join SCGA and obtain a HC through golf specialty stores (Roger Dunn and others) with little oversight at all.
